9.  Physical and Chemical Properties

Occupational exposure limit is based on irritation effects and its adjustment to compensate for unusual work schedules is 

not required.

Eye Protection Wear chemical safety goggles (glasses).  Have eye wash stations available where eye 

contact can occur.

7.  Handling and Storage
